Beloved Brethren: 
I thank my God, making mention of thee always in my prayers.  Philemon 4
Greetings in the precious Name of our faithful Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  I hope you are enjoying His richest and most beautiful blessings.
The month before last the Lord gave me the privilege of going to Panama to attend the ordination of five men called to the ministry, and the organization of three new churches.  Praise the Lord!

At this moment Colombia is suffering the worst rainy season of all times.  Entire towns have disappeared, and whole regions have been rendered incommunicado because of roads being washed away.  Many farms have suffered the complete loss of crops and cattle.  The large cities of the country have also seen terrible flooding.  Over 20 neighborhoods in Bogotá are submerged in water and mud.  Food has begun to be scarce, and prices have risen accordingly.  We thank the Lord that in the midst of all this we are more than conquerors by means of Him who loves us.
Unfortunately we were victims of some thieves who broke into our storeroom and took some things of value, but our God is faithful.
We continue to distribute the textbooks in the schools.  It is going slowly because of limited resources, and now the bad weather has us stopped, but the important thing to remember is that the Word of God is reaching Colombian families that have yet to know the grace and mercy of our great God and Savior.

Another frustrated activity is the production of printed materials.   We need to repair both or our digital duplicators, and we need to stock up on paper and ink.  We ask you to help us pray for this because it is very important.
We are seeing good results of our continuing discipleship efforts with the families in the church.  The Bible institute has been a great blessing, also. We praise the Lord that we have 15 students.  We just finished Children´s Bible Week in which the 40 children who attended had the opportunity to take the Word of God to their families.

By the Lord´s grace, Brother  Juan Francisco Garzón is preaching in the congregation and Brother Carlos Parrado and his wife Vivian are leading the youth group.  It brings me back to the time when I was beginning in the ministry, in charge of the youth group in Panama. 
Brother Diego Torres has shown a fervent desire to serve the Lord and we have begun training him personally, knowing that it is the Lord who calls and equips for His good work.

Please pray for the following requests:

1) For the correspondence school.  We need to print several courses which have run out, and as I mentioned, repair the broken duplicators.

2) For the Tarazona and Castañeda families, both of whom are facing difficult situations.

3) The government continues its efforts to close the small churches, including ours.  We covet your prayers so that Satan does not get the advantage.  We are not ignorant of his devices.

4) For our daughter Paula Lorena who is struggling in this stage of her adolescence.
